Eligibility 

Applicants must fulfill ALL of the following requirements: 
- Being a permanent resident of Hong Kong; 
- Being a full-time Year 1 undergraduate student of a UGC-funded programme in the academic year 2024/25^; 
- Having a Year GPA of at least 3.5 out of 4.0, or equivalent, of ALL letter grades available in 

2024/25*; and 
- Demonstrating leadership abilities and commitment to making positive social change. 
 
 ^ Students enrolled in two-year undergraduate programmes or students with normative study period of two 

academic years or shorter are NOT eligible for this Scholarship. 
 * Though the academic results for Term 2 of 2024/25 are not available yet at the time of application, 

students should still submit their scholarship application if they would like to be considered.

Internal Selection by CUHK: Suitable candidates are required to attend a selection interview to be held 
by CUHK in late June / early July 2025.   
 
The decision of the University and/or the donor is final and not subject to review, and the reasons for 
shortlisting, nominating, granting or refusing to offer an award will not be given.
